Lord Shree Jagannath Mahaprbhu is so great and responsive to the call of His disciples that it has been proved on several occasions . In the ancient days(16th century circa) a
disciple namely Balarama Das was debarred by the servitors of Lord from clambering onto the chariot on the eve of the Chariot Festival .

The devout disciple being humiliated went out to the fringe of Puri city near Chakratirtha at the sea shore. There he informally carved the chariots on the beach-sand and shaped
the Lords’ replica and worshipped . His prayer was so powerful and intense that the Lord Jagannath manifested there .
The chariot which was rolling on the Grand Road came to a grinding halt as the Lord had been with the Sand-chariot of Bhakta Balaram Das . Somehow, this matter could be
