Landslide-hit road risks 
commuters’ lives in Bla

Kandi (Baramulla), July 31: 
The dilapidated Chandoosa-
Dodhbugh road, hit by a land-
slide five months ago here is 
putting lives of commuters at 
risk as the motorway still is 
waiting for its repair.

The 15 km stretch passing 
through Shumlaran, Chan-
doosa, Sultanpora, Dodhbugh 
and Nowgam villages was hit 

by a massive landslide in 
March this year near Darul 
Uloom Shulamlaran Kandi 
is posing threat to life of the 
commuters. This stretch is an 
alternate link to Baba Reshi 
shrine and Shranz Waterfall 
near Tangmarg.

Locals said that despite on 
spot visit by Deputy Commis-
sioner Baramulla, the road 
has not yet been taken for 
repairs. A teacher Muham-

mad Shafi who had uploaded 
a photograph of the road on 
the social networking site 
Facebook depicting its tragic 
scene said the district admin-
istration has turned deaf ears 
towards the problem.

At many places, the road is 
without parapet walls making 
it vulnerable to accidents.

The road connects the far 
flung areas of Kandi with 
Tehsil headquarters.

“The condition of this 
road is so bad that it takes us 
more than four hours to reach 
Baramulla,” the residents of 
Kandi said.

For school going children, 
the road has become a source 
of inconvenience, often reach-
ing school late.

The locals appealed the 
authorities to undertake 
immediate repairs of the road 
to avoid any mishap.

Rahmoo 
residents 
protest against 
water scarcity
