If weekends and New Year’s holidays are avoided, shorter lift
lines and less tight lodging situations are available. Trains and
buses are very often crowded during the ski season. Book your
seats in advance.

Rates
per person per night range from ¥5,000 including two meals at
Minshuku or skier’s lodges to ¥20,000 and up at first class hotels
without meals.
